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Context

Companies in Bangladesh consistently identify low skills levels amongst the labour force
as a constraint to economic growth. The Ready Made Garments and construction sectors
are growing and face a shortage of skilled workers. They have tremendous potential to
absorb labour and offer employment opportunities for large numbers of men and women.

Working with the private sector, Sudokkho will support the development of a skills-training
market and incentivise market players to invest in on-the-job and off-the-job skills training.

Sudokkho supports and builds upon the TVET reform agenda of Bangladesh in
co-ordination with the Directorate of Technical Education (DTE) of the Ministry of
Education.
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
